THE MALAGA FERIA IS THE REGION'S BIGGEST AND MOST EXCITING PARTY.
For eight days in August the business life of Malaga is put on hold as the city celebrates its annual “feria”. This is a spectacle not to be missed! The celebrations
begin and end with enormous firework displays over the port that light up the city in an explosion of colour. During the day the centre of the city, between
the Cathedral and Calle Larios, is the place to be; the streets and alleyways are buzzing
with every bar and restaurant extending their trade, (and a warm welcome), onto the streets e -w X
with trestle tables and chairs. Ice cold dry sherry is the aperitif “de rigueur”, The locals : ¥
parade in their traditional finery; the ladies, (and their daughters), in colourful flamenco
dresses and the gentlemen, (and their sons), in classical riding costume; many are on
horseback. In the squares, (and any other available corners), live music is played and the
dancing begins. Lunch is taken in the streets and the local fresh prawns are the perfect
starter — the repast should be taken in a leisurely, (two/three hour), fashion in order to
appreciate all that is going on around one. Then a stroll through the park and gardens will
aid the digestion. “Aficionados” will make their way to the bullring where Spain’s best
matadors display their skills; others will relax and take tea or coffee in preparation for the BEACH
nocturnal excitement. Take a horse drawn carriage from the centre to the fairground, (Cortijo RESORT
de Torres), a fifty hectare site devoted to entertaining young and old with rides, games,
stalls and pavilions dispensing food, drink and live music — everybody joins in the dancing
and parties the night away to straggle home at six or seven in the morning to sleep and
prepare for the next day’s festivities — it takes stamina and the Malaguefios are justly proud
